Students qualified for DCYSC by placing in the top three at the Pittsburgh Regional Science and Engineering Fair (PRSEF).  The "Final Forty" will compete in the DCYSC National Competition in Washington, D.C., October 19-22. The students will compete in complex science challenges and will be judged on their scientific ability, leadership, teamwork and effective communication skills. The "Final Forty" will work as real-life "Spy Kids" at the CIA; study forensics with the Washington, D.C. Capitol Police Force; and fight cyber-crime alongside cyber-criminologists. Other challenges will test the students in the science behind emergency communications, and explore the physics of baseball, with the help of Hall of Fame players. The finalists' work in some of the challenges will involve original research related to the environment and space exploration. The winners will be announced at the Final Challenge and Awards Ceremony at the National Zoo on Wednesday, October 23.
