□  Material is well organized 
and the reader needs no 
assistance to understand it 

□  Text and visually displayed 
information are balanced  

 on poster 

□  Data presentation 
graphs/tables are used 
extensively 

□  Material is organized and 
the reader needs minimal 
assistance to understand it 

□ Text outweighs visually 
displayed information
